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Installation

■Horizontal Stacking

Up to 10 chairs can be stacked horizontally. 
Holding the sides of the seat, place the chair 
onto the seat of another one. Be careful to 
avoid misalignment to the left or right when 
stacking, as this may cause the seat or edges 
to come into contact, resulting in dirt or tears 
to the seat upholstery.
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■Chair Connection

This product is equipped with standard 
inter locking leg ends.  Chairs can be 
connected by inserting the leg ends of one 
chair into those of another from above and 
securing them together.
